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COMPLETED PROJECT

This church was designed to replace a 1901 
100-seat clapboard sided church on a new 
site on the edge of town.  The new facility 
provides Peace Lutheran Congregation 
with much needed facilities that the 
original church could not accommodate.  
It houses a 1,000 square foot Narthex, 
250 seat Sanctuary, Fellowship Hall, 
administration facilities and religious 
education facilities.  The heritage of the old 
church is remembered by incorporating 
original stained glass windows, bell and 
cross into the new building.  The 78 foot 
high tower recalls the marking element of 
the original church.  
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
